Further Developing the Capacity of Public Procurement Officials at the Commune and Municipal Level
The Public Procurement Agency (PPA) supported by the Millennium Challenge Albania Threshold Agreement project is currently organizing a series of workshops with public procurement officials at the commune and municipal level throughout Albania. The workshops will provide procurement officials with advanced knowledge on the Public Procurement Law that entered in effect on January 1, 2007, and the secondary public procurement legislation that was approved by the Council of Ministers.

You are invited to report on the workshop that will take place on Friday, July 20, 2007, 9.00 – 17.00, at Hotel Turizmi in Elbasan, with the participation of municipal and commune procurement officials from Elbasan, Librazhd, and Gramsh. PPA trainers will introduce the participants to core principles of the new public procurement legislation in Albania, including public procurement procedures according to the new law, oversight responsibilities for the Office of the Public Procurement Advocate, the public procurement bulletin, and the time frame for public procurement announcements. 

Trainers at the workshop will also introduce new features of the PPA web site (www.app.gov.al) that enable wider access by economic operators and the public to tender documents and public procurement legislation and regulations. Economic operators can now download free of charge all tender documents from the PPA web site.
This series of workshops are part of the public procurement reform in Albania supported by the Millennium Challenge Albania Threshold Agreement between the U.S. government and the Albanian government, administered by the US Agency for International Development (USAID). The project assists the Government of Albania to reform and modernize tax administration, public procurement, and business registration, through IT solutions and legislative enhancements.
